Central Idea Reveal (6.2/6.3) 
Steps:

· The text has been divided into sections. After reading each section, you will stop and record a sentence and a word on your white board. You should not share your sentence or word as you are writing it. You will wait to reveal and compare your choices until the rest of the group is ready.

· For each section, you will record:

· A sentence that captures the central idea of the section. Copy the sentence exactly as it appears.
Reveal and share your sentence, explaining your choice and comparing your choice with the choices others made. Discuss differences.

· A key word of the section- might be repeated (maybe using synonyms), bolded or matches the headline/title. Copy the word onto the attached worksheet. 
Reveal and share your word, explaining your choice and comparing your choice with the choices others made. Discuss differences.

Repeat for each section.  Use your recorded key words to create a summary sentence.
